On Thursday ODU announced its new Mari2me Ini2a2ve, which will “coordinate and grow the University's
mari2me-related degree and cer2ficate programs, talent development, entrepreneurship and research and
innova2on.”  This ini2a2ve is the result of a campus working group (including Fred Dobbs from our college)
that gathered informa2on about exis2ng efforts and opportuni2es across the region.  Oceanography, marine
biology, data science, and cybersecurity are just a few of the areas in which faculty in our college will be
relevant to the new mari2me effort.   A search for an execu2ve director for this ini2a2ve will be launched
soon.
 
At the same event, Dubby Wynne, co-chair of Hampton Roads Mari2me Collabora2ve for Growth &
Innova2on (HRMC) announced the release of a report 2tled “A Pathway for Mari2me Innova2on in Hampton
Roads,” prepared by TEConomy Partners.  The report iden2fied four growing markets that can benefit from
ODU’s increased emphasis on Mari2me ini2a2ves, namely (1) shipbuilding and autonomous systems, (2) port
opera2ons and logis2cs, (3) offshore wind energy, and (4) coastal resilience services.
 
Mari2me innova2on, broadly defined, will be an important growth area for ODU moving forward and can
present opportuni2es for our faculty.  In a way this ini2a2ve is following the path already established by the
Ins2tute for Coastal Adapta2on and Resilience (ICAR), which brings people from all colleges together to
enable collabora2on with government and industrial partners.  I note that the Execu2ve Director for ICAR,
Jessica Whitehead, has now been on the job for about 6 months.  She was recently selected to serve as a
chapter lead for the Fifh Na2onal Climate Assessment (NCA5).
 
I hope these two new ins2tutes (ICAR and Mari2me) at ODU will enable new opportuni2es for faculty and
students, both related to research and educa2on/training.
